The visually stunning one-hour documentary film, WebDVD and Website examine the battle over one of America’s last great wild places, which is currently at the center of a national energy debate.  Nearly three years in the making, Oil on Ice shows how the fate of the Refuge is inextricably linked to decisions our nation makes about energy policy and transportation choices, while the culture and livelihood of the native Gwich’in Indians and the survival of migratory wildlife are caught in the balance.
